Show management and the Convention Services Managgrapprove the use of balloons.
Helium balloons larger than 36 inches, either sgtpaor tethered, are permitted in the exhibit halkium
balloon columns and arches are permitted in pplacce or meeting room areas as long as balloos@perly

anchored. Helium balloons may not be used for barsd Smaller air-filled balloons may be useddecoration
and/or handouts.

Large helium-filled balloons, such as advertisiagjdbns, may be used only if they are securely arethto the
exhibit. No helium balloons or blimps may be floawound the exhibit hall.

Helium gas cylinders used for refilling must bewged in an upright position on ANSI (American Natib
Standards Institute) approved safety stands weheQulators and gauges protected from potentrabda.

Overnight storage of helium or compressed air dgis in the building is prohibited.

Balloons must be removed from the property by tehitor or the company who provided them. Ballsonust
not be left for the service contractor, cleaningtcactor or the LVCVA.

Balloons may not be released out-of-doors duerfgiflight patterns in the area.

Stickers are prohibited on property.

It is the responsibility of the Exhibitor Appointé&bntractor (EAC) to ensure all rules within this
section are followed, with the exception of thagkes pertaining to the use of a fire watch. TheCEA
has the responsibility to work with the client tsare booth plans, as required by this section, are
submitted to the Safety Office within 45 days o fhist day of move-in for the event. Plans usad f
prior shows must be resubmitted for approval eanh for the upcoming show.

Multi-level or covered areas are required to betéohto dimensions, which do not exceed 1,000 sjuar
feet in contiguous area. Definitions:

o Multi-level — Any occupied second story or greateza which is accessible by an approved
means of egress.

o Covered Area — Any area that covers the exhibits@ad prevents the building fire sprinkler
system from discharging water unobstructed to liar f This will include single story exhibits
with ceilings, upper deck exhibits, roof, overhdigtiting installations, and any materials
hanging or installed overhead that is not recoghaeacceptable for use under fire sprinkler
systems by fire code.

o Contiguous — Any area or combination of areas whiehnot separated by a clear ten (10) foot
fire break. This measurement is made horizontally.

o Fire break — A clear non-combustible space at liess®10) feet in width surrounding the exhibit
or exhibit space on all sides.

o0 Means of Egress — An approved stairway or ramptoacted to the specifications of the code
used for access and exiting.

If additional multi-level or covered contiguous atis required in excess of 1,000 square feetga fir
sprinkler system shall be installed under the ergtiiea and every level of a multi-level exhibit.

0 A Nevada State licensed fire sprinkler contractastnstall fire sprinkler systems.

If additional multi-level or covered area is requirin excess of 1,000 square feet without the tise o
fire sprinkler system, contiguous areas limited @00 square feet may be separated by a minimum ten
(10) foot fire break on all sides.

0 The fire break shall be void of any combustibleptiigs, furniture or other material, which could
abet transfer of fire from one area to the other.

0 Exception: The fire break may be spanned by desimgdge, catwalk or structure that shall not
exceed 48 inches in width and shall be construatdide resistant or non-combustible materials.

Multi-level or covered areas shall not have anyitamithl deck, ceiling or covering installed abowe f
any purpose unless a fire sprinkler system is lilestan each level of the exhibit.

Multi-level areas that are greater than 300 sqteseor which will occupy more than nine personalish
have at least two remote means of egress. Remd#dined such that the means of egress shall be
placed at a distance from one another not lessaharhalf the length of the maximum overall diagona
dimension of the area to be served.

Means of egress shall be of an approved type amstrewted to the requirement of the code.
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o0 Spiral stairs are not allowed. Spiral stairways ot an approved means of egress for areas
occupied by the public, visitors or clientele.

Exhibits with multi-levels, covered or roofed arex€eeding 300 square feet in size will require the
installation of battery-operated smoke detectdmsy covered area that is also enclosed will reqthies
installation of battery-operated smoke detectogamdess of the size of the area. All smoke detsct

will emit an audible alarm that can be heard oatsifithe area and must be installed in accordanite w
NFPA 72.

Any single level exhibit exceeding 300 square tdetontiguous covered area (see: “covered area,”
definition above) and all multiple-level exhibitaust submit a booth plan to the LVCVA Safety Office
for approval prior to the exhibit coming onto LVC\#operty. Please send plans to the LVCVA Safety
Office at 3150 Paradise Road, Las Vegas, NV 89Hlans may be faxed to 702.892.2919. Plans may
also be submitted in CAD or PDF format via e-mailBoothplans@Ivcva.comBooth plans are

required to be submitted for each show, regardiéise booth has been approved for any past show by
the LVCVA Safety Office.

Any upper deck area to be occupied must have armapg plan with an engineering stamp.

After hours fire watch must be provided for coveagedas exceeding 300 square feet. The booth fire
watch must have the capability to contact in-hdsseurity Dispatch by radio or other acceptable
audible means.

o Fire watch coverage is to commence with instalfabbupper deck, or ceiling, and continue
during non-show hours until the upper level oringiis removed.

o0 Assigned fire watch staff must be trained and djealiin the use of fire extinguishers. Contract
security, or the fire watch contractor, is respblesfor the verification of qualification of fire
watch personnel.

o Fire watch personnel will be responsible for imnagelinotification by radio to LVCVA Security
Dispatch giving the exact location and descripbbthe problem.

o Fire watch personnel may be assigned to multipteigoous exhibits, based upon not more than
one-minute response to any location involved.

o Fire watch personnel, prior to start of assignmsimall inspect locations and condition of fire
appliances and become familiar with the buildimgjuding location of available exits.

o Cost and method of payment of fire watch is to égatiated between the contractor supplying
the service and show management and/or the exhieifjoiiring such services.

FIRE AND SAFETY EXHIBIT GUIDELINES

It is the responsibility of the Exhibitor Appointé&bntractor (EAC) to ensure the criteria in boldblae
are met during installation of the exhibit.

All means of entrance and exit must be clear agel firom obstruction at all times.

Each hard wall booth must be a minimum of nine (9)nches from the booth line for access to
electrical.

No storage of any kind is allowed behind bootheear electrical service. A one-day supply of paidu
is permitted within but cannot be stored behindltbeth.

All fire hose racks, fire extinguishers and emergety exits must be visible and accessible at all
times. Should this equipment be within a booth oexhibit due to the layout of floor space,
additional signage indicating fire equipment locaton(s) (extinguisher, hoses, etc.) will be
necessary, along with accessibility being maintaideat all times.

Exhibit booth construction shall meet the requiremats of 2003 NFPA 101, 13.7.4.3.4. The upper
deck of multi-level exhibits greater than 300 squag feet (28 sq. m) will need at least two (2) remote
means of egress. (2003 NFPA 101, 13.7.4.3.3). Tpeer deck, if occupied, must be rated at 100
psf live load. All materials used in exhibit constction, decoration, or as a temporary cover must
be certified as flame retardant or a sample must bavailable for testing. Materials which cannot
be treated to meet the requirements may not be used

Halogen and quartz lamp use must be reviewed witthe Convention Services Manager and the
Safety Office. See Halogen Lamp Restriction in tkisection.

Vehicles on display (per 2003 NFPA 101, 13.7.4.4):

o Fuel tank openings shall be locked or sealed iapgmoved manner to prevent escape of
vapors; fuel tanks shall not contain in excessna-quarter their capacity or contain in
excess of 19L (five gal.) of fuel, whichever isdegNFPA 101, 13.7.4.4.1)

0 At least one battery cable shall be removed froenbiduteries used to start the vehicle engine,
and the disconnected battery cable shall thengexita(NFPA 101, 13.7.4.4.2) Batteries
used to power auxiliary equipment shall be permiiteebe kept in service.

Batteries must be disconnected. Auxiliary battenet connected to engine starting system
may be left connected.
External chargers or batteries are recommendedeimonstration purposes.
No battery charging is permitted inside the buidin
Combustible/flammable materials must not be stbetkath display vehicles.
Fueling or de-fueling of vehicles is prohibited (R 101, 13.7.4.4.4)
0 Vehicles shall not be moved during exhibit hours.
Model/modular home displays in trade shows must beeviewed with the Convention Services
Manager. In addition, a floor plan of the model/malular home must be submitted to the
LVCVA Safety Office.
Vehicles in the building for loading or unloadingist note be left with engine idling.

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Except for equipment that uses LPG or natural gdael, compressed gas cylinders, including LPG,
and all flammable or combustible liquids are prdieih inside the building. Any other exceptions
require prior approval by the Convention Serviceaniger and the Safety Office. Overnight
storage of LPG, natural gas as fuel or compresaeayginders is prohibited in the building. The
following regulations apply to the use of LPG (paop) inside and outside the Las Vegas
Convention Center. Any use of LPG (propane) on MAGproperty must be approved prior to
arrival by the LVCVA Safety Office.

use inside the convention facility as part of apprbself-contained torch assemblies or
similar appliances.

0 Any exception to the first two requirements abowsstrbe submitted for review and approval
by the LVCVA Safety Office and the Convention Sees Manager.

o All LPG (propane) containers must be separatedraatessible to the public. Cooking and
food warming devices (see FOOD PREPARATION WITHIXHEBITS in this section) in
exhibit booths shall be isolated from the publicrioy less than 48 inches (1220 mm) or by a
barrier between the devices and the public. (20BBA 101, 13.7.4.5.1)

o0 The after-hours, overnight storage of any LPG (pn&) container inside the convention
facility is strictly prohibited. Containers must bemoved at the end of each day and can be
delivered back to the show floor upon the arriviaéxhibit staff in the morning.

o Storage of LPG (propane) containers must be edtfiesite or on-site, outside of the
building, in an approved metal storage vault argteyed location.

o0 No dispensing from or refilling of LPG (propanentainers will be permitted inside of the
convention facility.

(propane) will be permitted in any areas wheredmg exits discharge or Fire Department
access is required.

Areas enclosed by solid walls and ceilings mugtioided with approved smoke detectors which
are audible outside the area of the booth. Aviiaséch may be required. (See Multi-Deck and/or
Covered Exhibits for more information.)

The travel distance within the exhibit booth oribihenclosure to an exit access aisle shall not
exceed 50 feet. (2003 NFPA 101, 13.7.4.3.2)

Exhibitors who plan to demonstrate fuel-burning appiances in the Las Vegas Convention
Center must have approval from the Convention Serges Manager 60 days prior to the event.
Heated or cooking oil or grease operations:

o Exhibitors using heated oil or grease for cookinguy other purpose must be in attendance
of this equipment at all times when in operatiod arust have a type “K” fire extinguisher
present during the operation. An example of W textinguisher is a potassium
bicarbonate extinguisher. Also acceptable is &asodicarbonate extinguisher. (See FOOD
PREPARATION WITHIN EXHIBITS.)
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o Fire code prohibits the use of any “B” type extirgier for the purpose of extinguishing a
heated cooking oil or grease fire.

o Type “K” fire extinguishers can be obtained fromampany that sells and services fire
extinguishers. The yellow page directory for “fextinguishers” can be referenced for a
supplier. There are several local companies inleggas that offers this service.

Fireplaces must be listed as ventless or self-ngritir indoor use in order to obtain approval for
burning inside the facility.

o0 Vented fireplaces cannot be burned since ventiregtly outdoors is not possible.

o Only enclosed fireplaces will be approved for bngyimeaning the fireplace must be
enclosed with a glass front or a protective heataxt barrier must be installed to prevent
combustible exposure or attendee contact.

o Screen front fireplaces will not be approved forrg.

o Exhibit design directly around the fireplace anstaflation of the fireplace must meet the
requirement/code for permanent fireplace instaltatiDistances from exposure to
combustibles must meet the requirements for pernianstallations.

Cooking and food warming devices in exhibit boashsll comply with provisions in NFPA 101-Life
Safety Code, Sections 12.7.5.3.9.

Devices shall be isolated from the public by astehft. (122 cm) or by a barrier between the devic
and the public.

Multi-well cooking equipment (fryers) using combib&t oils or solids (heated and cooking oil or
grease) are not allowed unless installed in accm&lavith NFPA 96 — Standard for Ventilation Control
and Fire Protection of Commercial Cooking Operation

Single well cooking equipment (fryers) using contiils oils or solids (heated and cooking oil or
grease) shall:
o0 Be of a self-contained, and enclosed type.
Be limited to 288 sq. in. (.19 sg. m) of cookingfaae.
Be placed on non-combustible surface materials.
Be separated from each other by a minimum horitaiigtance of 2 ft. (61 cm).
Exception: Multiple single well cooking equipmevttere the aggregate cooking surface does
not exceed 288 square inches (.19 square metegaking surface.
Be kept a minimum horizontal distance of 2 ft. (i) from any combustible material.

Candle flames shall lmtguted and enclosed so that if the candle wetig to
over, there would be no risk of fire. The Safef§ic@ has final approval to determine if a candleats
the above criteria. Candles may not be left undttd while lit. Intended use of candles for detroea
purposes must be listed in the “Application for Bdereparation within Exhibits” and submitted to the
Safety Office.

Fire Extinguishers for Heated and Cooking Oil oe&e Operations:
o Exhibitors using heated oil or grease for cookinguwy other purpose must have a type “K” fire
extinguisher present during the demonstration. ekample of this type extinguisher is a
potassium bicarbonate extinguisher. Also acceptalh sodium bicarbonate extinguisher.

Fire code prohibits the use of any “B” type extiigler for the purpose of extinguishing a heated
cooking oil or grease fire.

Type “K” fire extinguishers can be obtained front@npany that sells and services fire extinguishers.

HALOGEN LAMP RESTRICTION

In a move to ensure the safety of building custena¢the Las Vegas Convention Center, the LVCVA has
placed a ban on certain halogen lamps. Halogepdare limited to 75 watts and must be of the sezeiety,
which prevents direct handling of the bulb. Tha bacame effective January 1, 2003.

The following statement was issued jointly by th& VA and the Exhibit Designers and Producers
Association in order to clarify all prior communimms concerning the use of halogen lighting at MAC
facilities. This revision replaces the halogerhligg policy statement issued by the LVCVA on Augls
2002.

Why is LVCVA restricting the use of halogen ligh#n

LVCVA has experienced several fire safety incidearising from the use of stem- and track mountdddean
light fixtures attached to exhibit booths where fikeures utilized linear halogen bulbs. Typicaltiiese hazards
arose from misuse and poor maintenance practitesrrdnan from any deficiency in the design offikaure or
the halogen bulb it contains.

Misuse encountered by the LVCVA has included failto correctly install the fixtures in a securehfas and
failure to ensure that fixtures are not in closexpnity to drapes, displayed items, or similar flaable
material.

Poor maintenance includes replacing bulbs with érighattages than the permitted maximum marked en th
fixture, failure to replace lenses or shields afterlamping, failure to follow the lamp manufactise
instructions concerning direct contact with thebhyudnd replacement of broken lenses and other coem®
with sub-standard, non-approved, parts. Thesdipescare not within the ability of LVCVA or the @égment
manufacturer/distributor to supervise and may taawdafety risks.

What halogen lighting IS covered by this policy?

This policy covers only certain restrictions onnsteand track-mounted halogen lighting installeddigplay
contractors and exhibitors for the temporary lightof exhibit booths. Stem-mounted fixtures emm@oyarm
that extends outward from the mounting mechanisnchvls typically terminated in a light head thavaqts,
swivels, or is otherwise movable. The use of stamd track-mounted halogen or other fixtures empltpy
either a linear halogen bulb (Addendum M, Fig. Aamon-shielded halogen bulb (Addendum M, Figs2jot
allowed.

Theatrggestar studio
lighting equipment utilizing halogen lamps may [sed only for code-defined theatre or stage aawitiSuch
lighting may not be used as booth lighting or tandinate signs or objects neither on the exhil@oflnor in
any other exhibit or meeting area where the gemdalic has access.

How do the restrictions affect stem- and track-medrhalogen light fixtures?

Unless otherwise stated in this policy, stem- ackrmounted halogen light fixtures installed in LVE

facilities must:

1. Utilize one of the halogen bulb styles shown in.RBg(Self-Shielded Bulbs — See Addendum N). These
bulbs have an additional glass shield that is natiegl with the bulb design and require no otheeldhas
part of the light fixture; and

2. Utilize a bulb not exceeding the listed wattagenped for use by the fixture manufacturer, buhoncase
exceeding 75 watts.

Alternative Designs:

The LVCVA will periodically review this policy anthke into consideration any improvements in prosiacid
practices that provide appropriate levels of openal safety.

o No signs, banners, trussing, lights, etc., maywegtirom the ceilings or the support structuresvalibe
ceilings. Nothing can be affixed to meeting roomills/or doors without approval of the Convention
Services Manager.

0 No structures erected in these rooms may haveypeydf ceiling. All walls must be 18 inches below
automatic fire sprinkler heads.

When constructing any wall units, care must be usddo obstruct any of the HVAC controls, lighintmls,
electrical outlets, cable TV outlets, sound outletst signs or exits.

Electrical service is limited to installed plugsé@se-Hinds show power receptacles in each roome (8low for
listing of available show power.)

All exhibits being set in these rooms must havegproved floor plan. These floor plans must barstibd to
the LVCVA Convention Services Manager at least &@dn advance of set up.

Nothing can be affixed to meeting room walls or doeithout approval of the CSM.

Anyone in the process of designing exhibits or ldigp for these meeting rooms are encouraged t@cotite
Convention Services Manager for clarification dfrales and regulations.
